And you, who do you say that [ am? It is the question that Jesus asked his disciples in his historical time, and now
he asks us. It is a very important question that must be answered individually. With the help of faith, a more
effective response can be given. In other words, true faith includes a daily commitment to venture into the
mystery of the cross. The path is difficult, but it brings you to life. The reflection of Pope Francis is of great help
to go into detail and enlighten each one of us in knowing where our answer is now. “But the Lord wants his
disciples of yesterday and today to establish a personal relationship with him, and thus welcome him at the center
of his lives. For this reason he exhorts them to put themselves with the whole truth among themselves and asks
them. And you, who do you say that I am? Today Jesus is once again directing this very direct and confidential
question to each one of us ’(9/16/018). We may answer like Peter, who, full of enthusiasm and perhaps without
thinking, gives an immediate answer: "You are the Messiah" (Mark 8:29). Pedro, you got a ten grade, what a
good answer you have given. But right away, you were wrong when you wanted to tell him what he should do
about his sufferings on the cross. Pope Francis continues to tell us: "Jesus tells us that, to follow him, one needs
to deny oneself, that is, the pretexts of one's own selfish pride, and carry the cross." Next, the Gospel tells us:
"What good is it to one if he has won the whole world, but he has destroyed himself?" © LPi
